VISITORS AND COMMUNICATIONS

A.
PUBLIC HEARING – ZONING: Taylor Heard, Hutton Partners, LLC, Chattanooga, Tennessee, reviewed the application for a proposed new commercial building in Ma-Cal Industrial Park, north of ALCO.  Mr. Heard said the building would house two businesses; the larger, main building would be a Dollar General Store, while the 20’ x 75’ section of the south side of the main building would house a different store.  Detailed review was made of the location of the building and the business sign at the front of the property for setback variances.  Discussion was held on the requested variances for parking stalls.  When there was no further discussion, the public hearing was closed at 7:33 p.m. and the Regular Meeting resumed.  A motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Standish, to approve the Zoning Application and grant a 6’ setback variance on the south property line and 39’ setback variance on the east property line for the building; a 1’ variance on width and 7’ variance on length of all parking stalls; and a 126’ variance from the east property line for the business sign, contingent upon the Hutton Partners, LLC completing the application process for entrance onto STH 44/76 to the Minnesota DOT.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

OLD BUSINESS

A.
COMPUTER USE POLICY: Clerk Nelson reviewed the changes made to the draft Computer Use Policy whereupon a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Standish, to approve the policy and direct its distribution to all city employees.  All members present voted in favor and the motion was declared carried. (A copy of the entire policy is on file at the City Clerk’s Office)

B.
SANITARY SEWER PROJECT: Clerk Nelson reported that the final estimate had not received at the Clerk’s Office and would be presented at the next meeting.

(Mayor Morey arrived at the meeting at 8:14 p.m.)

NEW BUSINESS

A.
2006 BUDGET: Clerk Nelson reviewed the list of possible reductions to expenditures and increases to revenues discussed at the preceding Continued Meeting held December 5.  If adopted as presented, the grand total revenues for the General Fund would $1,720,447 and grand total expenditures would be $1,670,062 leaving a favorable balance of $50,385.  Discussion was held on adjusting the distribution of certain clerk’s office and city hall expense to the Enterprise Funds which would place greater burden on the General Fund.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Klug, to adopt the General Fund Budget at the previously discussed amount of $1,670,062.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried. (A copy of the entire list of expenditures and revenues is available at the City Clerk’s Office.)
B.
 2005 TAX LEVY: Discussion was held on the tax burden of the City Of Caledonia compared with the average of municipalities in the State of Minnesota and certain cities in southeastern Minnesota.  According to statistics received from the League of Minnesota Cities, the average per capita tax for all Minnesota cities is $315.87.  The average of 15 cities in southeastern Minnesota, including Caledonia is $286.69.  The per capita tax burden for taxes collectable in calendar year 2005 for the City Of Caledonia is $125.04.  Clerk Nelson recommended the Council levy the maximum advertised tax rate increase of 10% over the preceding year’s levy which would represent a total tax levy of $406,154.  Nelson informed the Council that the tax levy used to produce the budget, just adopted, was at the rate of 7% for a total tax levy of $395,077.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Member Fisch, seconded by Member Vick, to adopt a 7% increase resulting in a total tax levy of $395,077 for taxes collectable in calendar year 2006.  Members voting in favor: Fisch, Vick, Klug and Standish.  Opposed: Morey.  The motion was declared carried.
C.
SEMDC CONTRACT: The Council reviewed the proposed contract for the services of Joyce Iverson as EDA Director at a rate of $30 per hour on a 20 hour per week schedule for an annual extended value of $31,200.  Discussion was held on the possibility of reducing her services to 16 hours per week.  Following discussion, a motion was made Member Standish, seconded by Member Klug, to reduce the contract to 16 hours per week at the $30 per hour rate.  Members voting in favor: Standish.  Opposed: Morey, Fisch, Vick and Klug.  The motion was declared failed.  Following further discussion, a motion was made by Member Vick, seconded by Member Fisch, to approve the contract as stated for 20 hours per week at $30 per hour.  Members voting in favor: Fisch, Vick, Klug and Standish.  Opposed: Morey.  The motion was declared carried.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT: Enclosed with the Agenda was the Officer Activity List and Officer Activity Summary for November 2005.

EMPLOYEE TIME RECORD: Enclosed with the Agenda was the Employee Time Record for pay period November 21 – December 4, 2005. 

C.
ISO RATING: Enclosed with the Agenda was a letter from the Office of ISO announcing a Class Rating Change for the City Of Caledonia Fire Department from Class 5 to Class 4, based upon a recent inspection.  
D.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Enclosed with the Agenda was an announcement for the first meeting of the Comprehensive Plan, scheduled for 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, January 17.  

E.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN MEETINGS: Clerk Nelson reported that an inquiry had been made as to whether or not the coming Comprehensive Plan meetings would constitute Special Meetings of the City Council.  Because it is anticipated that at least a quorum of Council Members will attend and participate in discussion, the meetings should be Special Meetings.  
F.
DISCHARGE MONITORING REPORT: Enclosed with the Agenda was the Discharge Monitoring Report for November 2005 showing a Total Monthly Average Nitrogen Level of 10.71 mg/l.  Noting that the test results exceed the maximum allowable of 10.0 mg/l, Clerk Nelson commented that the changing weather conditions maybe a complimentary reason for exceeding the maximum.
MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS

A.
AUDITORIUM USE: Clerk Nelson informed the Council that Ron Meiners requested authorization to use the gymnasium floor again this year in the same manner as last year, for volleyball.  Mr. Meiners intent would be to conduct sporadic get-togethers for volleyball on dates when no other activities were being conducted in the Auditorium.  Participants would set-up the volleyball nets and take them down after the activity.  Following brief discussion, a motion was made by Member Standish, seconded by Member Fisch, to authorize use of the Auditorium, but with the liability to pay for any damages incurred during their activity.  All members voted in favor and the motion was declared carried.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business before the Council, a motion to adjourn was made by Member Standish and seconded by Member Fisch.  All members voted in favor, the motion was declared carried and the meeting then adjourned at 9:43 p.m.  The next Regular Meeting of the City Council is scheduled for 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, December 27, 2005, in the Council Room, City Hall.
